Scriptures for:  A Blessed and Successful Marriage   

 

God requires each man and woman to have obligation to the privilege of His Word, by 

abiding in the truth to be made whole.  The Word further maintains that we must not 

commit adultery and that fornication is a sin against the promises of God.  

 

Further one must learn to accept a responsibility, once chosen to marry…that all the acts 

of marriage must be maintained and kept sacred, Holy and acceptable unto God.  

 

God maintains in the Word as written in  1 Corinthians 7:1-6 that Husbands should 

render unto the wife due benevolence and likewise the wife unto him. (Benevolence: 

kindness, compassion, generosity;  things that keep the husband/wife satisfied in 

marriage, yet maintain the order of God in keeping the marriage sacred)   

 

In the Scripture it further determined for us… that separation from one another, which 

defraud (forbids) one from the other…must only be performed with consent for a time 

and with that reason if be to give yourself to God in fasting and prayer.    

 

Scripture Reference:  1 Corinthians 7:2-6  

 

2  Nevertheless, to avoid fornication, let every man have his own wife, and let every 

woman have her own husband. 

3  Let the husband render unto the wife due benevolence : and likewise also the wife 

unto the husband. 

4  The wife hath not power of her own body, but the husband: and likewise also the 

husband hath not power of his own body, but the wife. 

5  Defraud ye not one the other, except it be with consent for a time, that ye may give 

yourselves to fasting and prayer; and come together again, that Satan tempt you not for 

your incontinency. 

 

God has never been one to allow misrepresentation of His Word, nor has he made 

reference to things, which He has not provided in His Will.  

 

Numbers 23:19  God is not a man, that he should lie; neither the son of man, that he 

should repent: hath he said, and shall he not do it? or hath he spoken, and shall he not 

make it good? 

 

 Knowing this… it is imperative that we move unto the order of Love and make way for 

the prosperity in our families.  How is this accomplished?  Simply by studying to show 
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yourself approved, a workman (man and woman) needing not being ashamed from the 

things that happen… when you separate from one another.   

 

 

2 Timothy 2:15  Study to shew thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not 

to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth. 

 

It is imperative that couples understand that when a man finds a wife  it is a Gooooood 

Thing…and it is in this good that he obtaineth favor from the Lord. What better favor 

could a couple live to obtain? Is there any greater love than of the Lord?  The answer is 

NO…there is none other greater favor in LOVE. 

 

Proverbs 18:22  Whoso findeth a wife findeth a good thing, and obtaineth favour of 

the LORD. 

 

Here we move to the treatment of how couples should acknowledge each other  for the 

best of all to come through.  The Word instructs married couples in Ephesians of  the 

cause and effects that should take place when a  man leaves his parents to take a Woman 

in marriage.  The Word of God gives specifics to the order, which should occur for a 

balance to be developed in marriage, and with children as a whole.   

 

Reading further in Ephesians 5:17-33 you will find that explains how and why it is 

important to make ready yourselves to be married.  Many times things are twisted and 

bound in a misunderstanding that forbids couples from obtaining a familiarity with 

Chirst-like behavior for a marriage. 

 

Scripture Reference:  Ephesians 5:17-33 

 

 17  Wherefore be ye not unwise, but understanding what the will of the Lord is. 

18  And be not drunk with wine, wherein is excess; but be filled with the Spirit; 

19  Speaking to yourselves in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing and 

making melody in your heart to the Lord; 

20  Giving thanks always for all things unto God and the Father in the name of our 

Lord Jesus Christ; 

21  Submitting yourselves one to another in the fear of God. 

22  Wives, submit yourselves unto your own husbands, as unto the Lord. 

23  For the husband is the head of the wife, even as Christ is the head of the church: 

and he is the saviour of the body. 

24  Therefore as the church is subject unto Christ, so let the wives be to their own 

husbands in every thing. 

25  Husbands, love your wives, even as Christ also loved the church, and gave himself 

for it; 

26  That he might sanctify and cleanse it with the washing of water by the word, 

27  That he might present it to himself a glorious church, not having spot, or wrinkle, 

or any such thing; but that it should be holy and without blemish. 
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28  So ought men to love their wives as their own bodies. He that loveth his wife loveth 

himself. 

29  For no man ever yet hated his own flesh; but nourisheth and cherisheth it, even as 

the Lord the church: 

30  For we are members of his body, of his flesh, and of his bones. 

31  For this cause shall a man leave his father and mother, and shall be joined unto 

his wife, and they two shall be one flesh. 

32  This is a great mystery: but I speak concerning Christ and the church. 

33  Nevertheless let every one of you in particular so love his wife even as himself; 

and the wife see that she reverence her husband. 

 

Now let your rest be in Christ Jesus our Lord that has prospered us all in a Love of 

Favor… for those that choose to serve Him in a marriage of Truth.   

 

 

Proverbs 3:23-26 

 

23  Then shalt thou walk in thy way safely, and thy foot shall not stumble. 

24  When thou liest down, thou shalt not be afraid: yea, thou shalt lie down, and thy 

sleep shall be sweet. 

25  Be not afraid of sudden fear, neither of the desolation of the wicked, when it 

cometh. 

26  For the LORD shall be thy confidence, and shall keep thy foot from being taken. 

 

 

Be ye changed by the renewing of your mind. 

 

Romans 12:2  And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the 

renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and 

perfect, will of God
