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You and your child have been together, finding out each other’s strengths and weaknesses...now as a
parent, one must learn to administer the child’s knowledge of your ability.

Just as you study your child’s behavior, your child also studies your behavior. The discovery provides
information for a child concerning their parents’: Panic Button, Tolerance Button, Love Button,
Discipline Button, Money Button, etc. ...and they learn just how and when to push them and still
remain safe.

SAFETY ZONE 1: KEEPING YOUR BUTTONS SECURE.

As parents, we must be watchful how we allow adolescents to hear and see our adult frustrations. As
parents we must also be encouraged in Prayer during times of: non-tolerance issues, dislikes, financial
burdens, and difficult parent life choices. Giving your adolescent a good and positive visual to
issuations (situations that have no answer, yet), will develop your child to be a ‘Motivated Believer’ for
better life choices.

Scripture Reference: 1 Thessalonians 5: 16 Rejoice evermore. 17 Pray without ceasing. 18 In every thing give
thanks: for this is the will of God in Christ lesus concernina vou.

SAFETY ZONE 2: PARENTSHIP VS. FRIENDSHIP.

Parents should not confide their emotions in their adolescent child, as if he/she were their best
buddy. Instead, give the emotion to God in Prayer, and do not call it back with bad communication,
and reliving of old past conversations.

However, make yourself available to listen to their adolescence struggles. Don’t try to put them
where you were, at their age. However, find out where they are, now ..and how you can help.
Adolescents are not equipped to handle life issuations (situations that have no answer, yet) on an
adult level. Their reactions, to your adult emotions, could cause ‘tween drama’: a relational stress
increased by incontrollable actions in an adolescent and is most often relieved by fighting, auguring,
pushing, moodiness, and uncontrollable aggravating noises.

It is better to encourage your child to tell you, their secrets and let them discover your good parenting
skills from life’s lessons. Let us as parents, strive to provide a character for our children that represent
our best mature skills. What our adolescents see, hear and experience should make a positive impact
for their success, and not give negative reactions.



Take a Parent Time Out- Say to your child I'll get back to you in a minute.

Take time to confess to God...Repent of down falls and weaknesses.

Do not condemn yourself. However condemn the principalities and release any shame to the Lord
and The Father will ---- turn it into an overcoming.
